A Where We Are So Far
The City of Hull is nearing completion of a draft Comprehensive Plan (Plan). To date, this process has solicit feedback
from community stakeholders through an on-line community survey and stakeholder discussion groups regarding
community issues, assets, opportunities, growth, and development policies.
The Plan will make basic policy choices and provide a flexible framework for adapting to real conditions over time. The
Plan will be a practical and visionary roadmap, expressing Hull’s values and vision for the next 20 years. The Plan will
serve as a bridge through time, spanning different City Councils and administrations. It will be both far-sighted and
continually maintained. In short, the Plan is a guide for managing change.

A Public Workshop Overview

This interactive session included a presentation and “hands-on” exercises to discuss the important issues facing Hull in
planning its future. The purpose of the workshop was to confirm the community’s support for the Draft Land Use Map
and supporting Goals. The workshop was structured in two parts. First, participants were guided through a presentation
of the planning process, what the community had said so far, and an overview of the draft Land Use Map. Second,
participants participated in a series of exercises to evaluate the merits of the draft Land Use Map, draft Plan Goals, and
other issues. The results will be used to draft the Plan.

The workshop format allowed the public to view each of the project displays and discuss the project directly with the
planning consultant Vireo. Vireo was available during the entire period to talk individually with citizens about project
issues. Citizens were asked to tap into their creative energy to give Hull their ideas by asking: What types of “Places”
would YOU plan for your family and future generations to live, work and play? What will Hull’s future look like if growth
continues?

A Exercise Results:

During the workshop, participants told us “What They Thought” about a series of issues using handouts, maps, and
images through interactive exercises. Results are presented in the following order.

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Exercise #1: Draft Plan Goals

Participants evaluated a series of draft Plan Goals by telling us “if they agreed, where not sure, or disagreed” with the
draft Goals. Areas of “agreement” will direct refinement of these Goals, which will serve as guideposts for development of
Plan Policies.

Overall, the draft Goals were well received, indicating general agreement on issues ranging from urban growth, land use
and development, neighborhoods, parks, transportation, infrastructure and services.

Areas of lesser agreement are also shown below and include:
Land Use & Development Goal #2 - 1 Not Sure.
Neighborhood Goal #2 - 2 Disagree votes and 1 Not Sure.
Neighborhood Goal #1 — Not Sure.

Parks, Trails & Open Space Goal #1 - 1 Not Sure.

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Exercise #2: Future Land Use Map

Participants were asked to evaluate the Future Land Use Map of Hull in two steps. Participants were first asked to
evaluate the Map using a list of 6 qualitative criteria, shown below. Overall, the draft Future Land Use map was
ranked well on all 6 qualitative criteria, indicating general agreement on issues ranging from population growth,
retention of small town character, providing housing choice, use of infrastructure, health and wellbeing, and
opportunity for employment.
